MENSTON PARISH COUNCIL

RULES FOR ALLOCATION OF GRANTS TO LOCAL VOLUNTARY ORGANISATIONS & GROUPS

1. Grants will be awarded on a quarterly basis at Parish Council meetings.

2. To be eligible for a Grant, the organization/group must be based within the boundaries of Menston Parish Council.

3. The purpose of the grant should not contravene Council Policy Guidelines in areas of equality (ie. no discrimination of membership on grounds of sex, race, religion or opinion)

4. The organisation should be a non-profit making voluntary organisation where membership is open (ie. no discrimination of membership on grounds of sex, race, religion or opinion)

5. Grants cannot be used to fund religious or political activities

6. The recipient must supply the Parish Council with a statement of how the money has been used within 12 months of receiving it

7. Applications must be made on the correct form

8. Notices will be displayed locally advising organizations/groups that any application for a Grant must be made to the Parish Clerk by the end of the month preceding the meetings at which Grant applications will be discussed.

9. All Grant applications must usually state:

· the amount of Grant required;

· if the organization/group is a registered charity;

· full details of how the Grant will be spent;

· the total cost of the scheme;

· where the remainder of the money will be coming from; and

· confirm that at least 90% of the beneficiaries from the Grant reside within the Parish Council boundary.

10. No organization/group may receive more than £3000 in Grants in any financial year, except where the Council agrees that there are special circumstances.

11. The organization/group must agree to acknowledge the contribution of Menston Parish Council in any publicity material produced relating to the scheme supported.
